Then the Lord spoke to
Moses, saying: 0 Se e,
have called by name
Bezalel the son of Uri, the
son of Hur, of the tribe of
Judah. And | have filled
him with the Spirit of God,
in wisdom, in
understanding, in
knowledge, and in

all manner

of workmanship, to design

artistic works, to work in

gold, in silver, in bronze, in

cutting jewels for setting, in
carving wood, and to work
in all manner

of workmanship 9 Exodus
31:1-5

In the Old Testament, God
often calls and anoints
people into certain
positions to do special jobs
in the kingdom
Priests and Kings are
chosen and anointed to
accompl i sh
For instance, God called
Moses and gave hi m the
spirit for leadership and
prophecy, to Aaron He
gave the spirit for the
priesthood and Joshua
had the spirit of a warrior
to conquer. But unto
Bezalel the son of Uri, God
gave the spirit for
craftsmanship.

Who is Bezalel? Probably
you had not eve n heard
the name before. This
seemingly obscured guy
was called by God and
anointed with skills and
expertise in all kinds of
crafts d he was an expertin
working with gold, silver,
and bronze ; He is skilled in
engraving and mounting
gemstones and in carvi ng
wood . He was a master at
every craftt God gave him
these gifts for the building
of the Tabernacle of God

in the wilderness . He was
to design and execute the
work, and assign work to
those that God had given
him.

Bezalel may not ha ve
been known as great
leader or called to preach
and prophesy like Moses,
or called into the

priesthood like Aaron, lead
battle like Joshua or
compose songs and sing
like Mariam; Bezalel was
endowed by God to work
with his hands, a gifted
craftsman. He had within
him a divine gift, a spiritual
anointing for a specific job,
to build the tabernacle;

the temporary dwelling
place of God.

In our present dispensation
commonly called the

period of grace or the
CHURCH age; God places

his anointing on believers
through the Holy Spirit  to
accomplish His plan in the
earth today ; every believer
is given a measure of
grace to work for the
advancement of the
kingdom (Ephesians 4:7).
The Bible says in 1
Corinthians 12:4 -11.
There are diversities of
gifts, but the same

Spirit. There are
differences of ministries,
but the same Lord. And
there are diversities of
activities, but it is the same
God who works all in

all. But the manifestation
of the Spirit is given to
each one for the profit  of
all: for to one is given the
word of wisdom throug h
the Spirit, to another the
word of knowledge
through the same Spirit, to
another faith by the same
Spirit, to another gifts of
healings by the same
Spirit, to another the
working of miracles, to
another prophecy, to
another discerning of
spirits, to

another different kinds of
tongues, to another the
interpretation of

tongues. But one and the
same Spirit works all these
things, distributing to each
one individually as He wills
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God in His infinite mercy
and wisdom bestows upon
His church spiritual gifts
which each member is to
employ for the common
good of the church and of
humanity. These gifts are
giving by the Holy Spirit,
who apportions as He wills
to the members , the gifts
were giving for the
equipping of the sa ints for
the work of ministry, for the
edifying of the body of

C h r i(Bphedians 4:8-12)
i.e giving to build up the
church to spiritual maturity,
and to foster unity of the
faith and knowledge of
God in fulfilling her divinely
ordained functions. When
mem bers employ these
spiritual gifts as faithful
stewards of God's varied
grace, the church is
protected from the
destructive influence of
false doctrine, grows with

a growth that is from God,
and is built up in faith and
love .

Unfortunately some
believers thi nk they can
only function well for the
kingdom of God only if
they are gifted with certain
spiritual gifts. But that
notion is not true.

The truth of this matter is,
the Church of God not

only needs men like Moses,
Aaron and Joshua 0

Pastor, preacher,

prop hets, prayer warriors,
choristers and
instrumentalist ; but the
church also needs the
Bezalels, artisan workers! @
Cleaners, ushers,
technical men for the
media etc. The
assignments are different,
but are equally as
important. Each of us
needs to find our place in
the service of the Lord,
and accept God
anointing to fulfil that task.
It is only when these
different gifts in the
kingdom are harnessed
together that it can

benefit the work of the
kingdom.
